ß You can check the number of absences and tardies of your student on Infinite Campus by clicking 

on the attendance tab in the left column. 

ß A reminder that ten or more absences from a class in any one semester may result in loss of credit 

for that class. 

ß At this point in the semester, students who have more than eight absences are at risk for going over 

ten.

The South Dakota Department of Education has proposed new graduation requirements for all stu-

dents beginning Fall 2018.  This will not affect the students of OôGorman High School as we will re-

tain our strong commitment to rigor for our students.  The graduation requirements the state has pro-

posed will lower the base standards for a diploma and allow students to earn endorsements.  Current-

ly the OôGorman High School graduation requirements coincide with the admission requirements to 

South Dakota Colleges and Universities.
